Grading Procedures
In order to be successful, it is important for students to be completing their work, studying for tests and quizzes, and asking for assistance when needed.  Throughout the school year, grades will be determined based on performance on tests/quizzes, projects, and in-class assignments.  

Tests/Quizzes: Students will receive at least 2-3 days notice prior to a test or a quiz.  

In-class Assignments: These assignments are designed to provide students with opportunities to apply learned skills.  The completion of these assignments is essential for students to retain newly learned skills and concepts.  Point values for these assignments will vary depending on the length and task that is being assigned.  The in-class assignment expectations will be provided in advance.

Projects/Essays:  Students will have opportunities to demonstrate their learning through project-based assessments and/or essays.  The point values for these projects will vary based on the nature of the task.  Project/Essay rubrics and expectations will be provided in advance.

Homework Policy:  Homework will be given on most nights.  Students are responsible for recording all assignments in their agenda book and it should be checked by both the student and parent nightly.  Homework is a critical component for reinforcing students’ abilities to apply and generalize newly learned skills and concepts.  Homework will not be calculated into a student’s overall average.  Missed homework assignments may be made up during a working lunch with parent approval.  Homework completion is logged and students are rewarded with boxes on their incentive charts.
